The ACC Committee was formed by the deed restrictions as a separate committee to review projects that property owners would like to build.  It specifically states that prior to any project being started, ACC approval must be sought.  


Through the years, there have been ACC Guidelines developed to clarify the deed restrictions.  These are recorded and filed  with the Montgomery County Clerk’s office in Conroe.  This is a great tool to help with the planning of your project.  





Small projects, such as small  yard sheds, fences, decks, etc. do not require an application fee.  , if you start of your project prior to receiving an approval, you will be fined $300.00.  


 


If you wish to start your project, please contact MPM for your application and guidelines and allow up to 20 days for approval once a completed application is received.





Deed Restrictions, and what they mean to you…	











Deed restrictions are part of the governing set of rules that are recorded with the county.  The Deed Restrictions are in place to help maintain the developer’s idea of how a neighborhood should complete his vision.  Deed restrictions generally state  the size of homes, set standards (like ACC approval before the project being built), and what may transpire on the property (residential use only).  It will also state how much maintenance fees may initially be charged, and prohibit certain activities or types of buildings in the neighborhood.

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Recently, it has been discovered that people are still riding their 4-wheelers throughout the park and on the ditches of the subdivision.  This is NOT allowed at ANY time. There are no motorized vehicles allowed off the parking lot at any given time.  The motorized vehicles have caused damage to the park by creating ruts and tracks that have made it very difficult to maintain the grass.  


During a routine inspection of  the park area, a deer stand and deer feeders were found on the Association’s property.  These are not allowed in the park, or on any lot the Association may own.  





No weapons at any time are allowed in the park area.  There is no hunting allowed in the park and subdivision.  Any shots heard will be promptly turned over to the Constable’s Office, Deputy Collins and the Game Warden





This is also a reminder no ramps or any alterations may be done to the park.


If you take your pet to the park, please clean up after your pet and keep them leashed.  There is a leash law in Montgomery County.
