Spring is here again, and so is yard-growing season.  

As you know, part of the deed restriction and enforcement policy require that your lawn is mowed, edged and weeded on a regular basis.  During inspections, which may vary on the days of the week the inspections are done, it may appear that your lawn would “qualify” to receive a violation letter for the lack of lawn care maintenance.

Lawn care maintenance is defined as the lawn being mowed, edged and weeded on a regular basis.  Flowerbeds are also inspected during the drive-through, and must be weed-free and mulched. 

In an effort to reduce aggravation for you, our neighbors, we would like to offer this suggestion.  If you have a regular weekly lawn service, please let Magnolia Property Management know and they can make a note on your file.  By doing this, they will record your account that you have a paid service and it will be taken under consideration during the inspection.   Please be aware, we do send this letter every year, since service dates or the use of a service may have changed.  

If you have a service, please complete the following and either fax, scan/email or mail it to Magnolia Property Management.   By doing so, you may prevent yourself from receiving a letter that you shouldn’t receive, and save the Association money by not having a letter sent.

CHECKLIST FOR SPRING CLEAN UP

· Flowerbeds are weed-free.
· Flowerbeds are mulched.  
· Flowerbeds have a definitive border around them.
· Bushes need to be trimmed.
· Dead trees need to be removed, and bundled up so trash pickup will pick up, they will not pick up unless they are bundled and/or put in a trash bag.  Trees need to be trimmed if hanging over a fence or the roof of your house or over the neighbor’s fence.
· Fertilize with a weed and feed to kill weeds in the lawn.
· Check your fences for any broken or warped boards that may need some attention to them, especially if you own a pool, or dogs, please secure your fence.  
· Look at your homes.  Does it need to be power washed, painted, or repairs made?   Now would be the time to get these items done.
